
"God’s Amazing Power to Cleanse and Transform"  
Text: 2 Corinthians 5:16-21 

 
May the cross of Christ lead you to grieve over the evil of your sins, but 
may that same cross fill you with unreserved joy that those sins have 
there found full and complete forgiveness. Amen. 
 
Dear Fellow Christians: 
 
Many of you have long ago discovered the simple pleasure of “escaping” 
the North Dakota winter in the pages of a good novel. A good book can 
take you on a fantastic journey without ever leaving the comfort of your 
den or living room. I’m reading one right now about a man who happened 
upon an incredibly rich gold deposit in a remote, hidden valley in the 
mountains of northern New Mexico. Finding and extracting the gold turns 
out to be the easy part. The hard part is actually protecting his claim and 
getting all those millions into the safety of a bank. 
 
Stop here for just a moment and consider such a scenario. Allow yourself 
a few minutes to let your mind wander into the fantasy, but then examine 
your own thoughts and desires once you have considered such a 
scenario. What is the general nature of the desires that pop into your 
head when you think on such things? Put yourself in the man’s shoes and 
try to imagine what you would do. Who here, for example, wouldn’t thrill to 
the virtually unlimited wealth that could be yours? If you really spent some 
time working through the various challenges and obstacles in your mind, 
you would without question run head first into sin obstacles at every turn. 
If you didn’t own the land, for example, you would try your best to obtain 
claim to it, most likely under false pretenses. There’s a problem already 
there with the Seventh Commandment, isn’t there? How would that work 
with the Commandment’s exhortation to “help our neighbor improve and 
protect his property”? The prospect of unlimited wealth is almost 
universally thrilling, but is it thrilling to the new man in us or to the old 
Adam? 
 
Interesting little window into our souls, isn't it? Even while hearing or 
reading a sermon we can almost immediately become preoccupied with 
materialism, so powerful is its lure, so powerful is the greed and lust within 
us. We are so quick to want to take upon ourselves the providence that 
belongs to God. Isn't that really what we're talking about here? An honest 
evaluation would tell us that we are not all that comfortable with letting 
God supply us with what is best for us, despite his promise that he would. 
Shouldn't that tell me that something is fundamentally wrong with my 
attitude? 

 
We need help, but how do we go about adjusting our attitudes 
towards what should and should not be the object of our desires? 
How can we possibly hope to reorganize, reprioritize, and realign our 
perverted appreciation for what is truly good for our eternal souls? 
How can we learn to even desire what we ought to desire? No project 
- and especially not one this important - can ever be accomplished 
without the power of our God working in our hearts through his Holy 
Word. The good news is that that power is there, and for such help 
we turn to his Word, found this morning in the Book of Second 
Corinthians, the 5

th
 Chapter: 

 
2 Corinthians 5:16-21  Therefore, from now on, we regard no one 
according to the flesh. Even though we have known Christ 
according to the flesh, yet now we know Him thus no longer.  

17
 

Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things 
have passed away; behold, all things have become new.  

18
 Now 

all things are of God, who has reconciled us to Himself through 
Jesus Christ, and has given us the ministry of reconciliation,  

19
 

that is, that God was in Christ reconciling the world to Himself, 
not imputing their trespasses to them, and has committed to us 
the word of reconciliation.  

20
 Now then, we are ambassadors for 

Christ, as though God were pleading through us: we implore 
you on Christ's behalf, be reconciled to God.  

21
 For He made 

Him who knew no sin to be sin for us, that we might become the 
righteousness of God in Him. 
 
These are God's words - the means of grace, the means to create 
and preserve saving faith in our hearts, and the means to instill in us 
Godly wisdom and contentment. Desiring to be filled and preserved in 
the faith, and to learn to be fully satisfied with our God’s will for our 
lives, so we pray, "Sanctify us through the truth, O Lord. Your 
word is truth!" Amen. 
 
The fantasy of sudden, unearned wealth offers us a glimpse of our 
twisted sense of worth and value. There are other indicators that 
could and should clue us in. We live as part of a society that values 
entertainers above farmers, artists above artisans, tax spenders 
above tax payers, and the lottery above the paycheck. Above all, we 
value self. If this were not so, the Church would never lack for money 
and missions would never lack for either manpower or funding. 
 
Yet it is one thing to fall short of the goals and the perfection that we 
desire, it is quite another to fail in even desiring the right goals. This is 



the predicament in which Christians find themselves today. We are not 
just failing to achieve God's goals, we have changed the goals - lowered 
the bar - and now we are failing to achieve even those reduced 
standards. When we hear the Bible say that we all fall short and that we 
all sin, in our minds we seem to be assuming that the goals and 
standards we have set are all well and good; in our weakness we are just 
failing to measure up. Not so. 
 
In fact our problem is much more complex than that. Our aspirations have 
plummeted. We no longer aspire to the levels God has set for us. We no 
longer even desire what we are supposed to desire, let alone set our 
hearts thereupon. Thanks be to God that we are saved by grace and not 
by works, because we are not even in the right league. Want evidence? 
Ask yourself if you really want to spend the rest of your life in humble 
service to your God, come what may? Would you like to be a man or 
woman single-mindedly devoted to God – an Anna or a Simeon focused 
daily on your Christian faith? Think of the things in life that give you the 
most pleasure. Would you gladly – or even reluctantly - give them up for 
the opportunity to better and more closely serve our Lord Jesus? Is that, 
in other words, what we really want out of life - to live as "a living 
sacrifice, holy, acceptable to God"? Do we even think of that as "our 
reasonable service" (which is what Romans 12:1 calls it)? Herein lies 
one of our greatest problems today. We are not even aiming at the right 
target. We aim low, and hit even lower. 
 
These are the sorts of insights we need to acknowledge if we are to 
maintain a proper appreciation for the forgiveness Jesus won for us. 
These are the sorts of honest evaluations that will prevent Jesus from 
becoming tedious - something less than he should in our lives. In me, that 
is, in my flesh, dwells no good thing – and yet Jesus Christ died to save 
even me. 
 
Our text describes a whole different state of heart and mind, a whole 
different world, separate and distinct from that of the godless. A state that 
is infinitely more lofty and noble. Our text not only pictures this sinful world 
accurately, it also seeks to reawaken in us the accurate recognition and 
appreciation of what is truly valuable on this earth. Our text offers us a 
renewed appreciation for the true power of God that has been placed at 
our disposal – the power of God to cleanse sinful human beings like us 
and to transform us into something noble and holy in his sight.  
 
The world naturally ridicules Christianity for at least five reasons. First, 
because it is based upon a crucified leader - a man who, in their eyes, 
was actually defeated by his enemies when he was put to death – a weak 

leader and a failure. Second, to them Christianity is a movement that 
caters primarily to the "nobodies" of society, the down-and-outs who 
have little or no position, power, or wealth. To the world, the obvious 
question is "Why bother then?" and “Who cares?” Third, they dismiss 
our religion as silly because Christian teachings often defy human 
logic. Fourth, Christianity is foolishness to them because Christians 
rejoice in their own humility and weakness, and in their need to derive 
all of their power and ability from an outside, divine source, rather 
than from their own personal reserves of moral goodness. Finally, the 
world holds Christianity in contempt because it places no value on the 
very things that the world values the most. 

 
Our text uses these words to teach us of God’s transforming power: 
“Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old 
things have passed away; behold, all things have become new.” 
These words cannot mean all that they should to us until we come to 
understand what the Holy Spirit means here by the “old things” that 
“have passed away.” You will have to do some work on your own 
here to gain the full import of this incredible message. It is as if God 
has opened a huge dumpster right there in front of you and has 
invited you to dump in anything and everything from your past that 
causes you shame or guilt. You will have to find your own dumpster 
here; mine is more than filled by my own trash… 
 
Yet consider the reality of just what is here offered to us. “Old things 
passed away” and “all things have become new” is an incredibly 
powerful and comforting message. All of the horrible decisions of your 
past, all of the lust, the bad language, the materialism, the infidelity 
and inconsistency, the lies, the greed, the pride – all gets dumped in 
and hauled off to the cross, where Jesus took all of that filth into 
himself! We need to recognize that God the Father didn’t just write all 
this sin off as some sort of bad debt. All of our filth was poured into 
Jesus Christ. When God the Father looked at his Son hanging on the 
cross he turned away from him. Why? Because at that moment 
Jesus was filthy with our sin. Our text revealed the true nature of what 
happened there with these amazing words: “For He made Him who 
knew no sin to be sin for us, that we might become the 
righteousness of God in Him.”  

 
Think on those words for a bit. God isn’t talking to others here; he is 
talking to you. You have become “the righteousness of God” 
through faith in Jesus Christ. You – the righteousness of God! 
Because God the Holy Spirit has so cleansed and transformed us, we 



can not only appreciate the power and comfort of these words, we can 
desire what they offer.  

 
But can we actually make changes? Can we actually learn to walk more 
nobly - as is fitting for what our text describes as God’s ambassadors? 
The fact is the right decisions for the child of God are most often neither 
complicated nor obscure. Because of Reformed error, we in the 
conservative Lutheran Church tend to shy away from even using the word 
"decision." We seem to imagine that since we cannot "make our decision 
for Christ," that means that we can make no decisions at all. The fact is 
there are decisions to be made - important decisions - every day, every 
moment of our lives on earth. Not the decision of whether or not to come 
to faith, but decisions on how I will now live as a child of God. The 
decisions actually become very uncomplicated when, through the power 
of the Holy Spirit in you, you consider your actions here and now from the 
perspective of Judgment Day and eternity. That which will seem important 
then is that which ought to be important now. Hear the Lord Jesus 
pronounce you "not guilty" as you stand before his throne of grace. Now, 
from that perspective, and with the reality of that day vivid in your mind, 
choose in time the option you will wish you had chosen when time has 
ended. 
 
Then most certainly you wouldn't be dreaming of gold mines and lottery 
tickets, you would be using the power of the gospel to bring souls from 
death to life. Then you wouldn't even consider the career move that would 
take you away from church and fellowship; never dream of spending a 
hundred hours with your eyes glued to television filth or nonsense for 
every five minutes glued to the Word of God. You and I would never then 
hesitate to speak that word of the gospel to that soul in need. That’s the 
transformation and calling described in out text, isn’t it – that our new job 
description is simply to share with others the power of that same Word of 
God that has cleansed us. That’s that “ministry of reconciliation” that 
our text lists as our great and high calling. The simple message we are to 
carry was also laid out for us. As if God himself were speaking through 
us, we simply “implore (others) on Christ's behalf, be reconciled to 
God.” 
 
God grant then that each of us might be filled with such wisdom, with 
such vision, and with such dedication to our Lord Jesus Christ and to his 
will for our lives. We have been called to positions of honor and 
importance as God’s holy representatives and he has placed his own 
divine power at our disposal. Grant us, Lord, the ability to appreciate both 
our cleansing and our calling. Make us holy instruments of your message 
of cleansing, renewal, and life eternal. Amen.
